6. Official acknowledgment of the support of EAIA must be listed in any published material connected with
the project.

7. A research grant may be used to supplement existing fellowships, scholarships, or other forms of aid. The
grant is not to be used to reduce or substitute for such assistance.

8. A research grant will not exceed $2,000 and is not renewable.

9. A grant may not be used to pay for salaries, historical artifacts, software, or equipment in whole or in part.

10. Applicants are asked to give the names and addresses of their local newspapers so the Research Grants
Committee can announce new grant recipients.
